Summary of Duties : Paints and plasticizes traffic and parking contro
mar ki ngs on streets and curbs, parking lots and airfield areas;
installs and naintains nonelectric traffic and parking control signs;
or supervises such work, or supervises the manufacture and repair of
nonel ectric traffic signs, the placenent of tenporary traffic contro
signs; and does rel ated work.

D stinguishing Features : A Traffic Painter and Sign Poster either
paints traffic markings on streets or posts traffic and parking
control signs. The painting consists of applying a limted nunber of
premxed colors to clearly defined areas; hence, it does not require
the skill of a journey-level painter. Signal equipnent is brush

pai nted, but nost painting is done by hand-controlled or machine-
nmount ed spray guns. Assignnents are usually received froma Traffic
Paint and Sign Supervisor in the formof work orders, Damaged or

M ssing Reports, and verbal instructions. There is sone hazard when
enpl oyees are working in heavily travel ed streets. An enpl oyee of
this class may work alone, with a helper, or as a nenber of a snall
Crew.

A Traffic Paint and Sign Supervisor supervises enpl oyees worki ng al one
or increws in scattered |ocations and nornally specializing in work
involving painting traffic markings or posting traffic signs. An
enployee in this class is responsible for assuring that work is
properly and expeditiously conpleted. A Traffic Paint and Sign
Supervi sor receives verbal instructions and expl anations froma Senior
Traffic Paint and Sign Supervisor and work assignments in the form of
wor k orders and Damaged or Mssing Reports for the district.

A Senior Traffic Paint and Sign Supervisor supervises traffic

pai nting, sign posting activities on a Qty-w de basis, or supervises
the manufacture and repair of nonelectric traffic signs and the

pl acenent of tenporary traffic control signs. An enployee of this
class is responsible for coordinating the work of crews throughout the
Gty to obtain good quality work at reasonabl e cost. The geographic
area to be covered and separate work areas create difficult

supervi sory problens. Witten and verbal orders and periodi c work
checks are received fromthe Traffic Paint and S gn Superintendent.

Exanples of Duties : Traffic Painter and Sign Poster : Spray paints
curb markings, street crosswal ks, stop limt |ines, parking

pl acenarkers, street island diagonals and ot her pavenent marKkings
using a spray gun and, often, stencils; operates a pusher type, self-
propel | ed or truck-nmounted painting nachine to paint parking stalls,
center and lane lines, left-turn pockets and painted street islands;




heats thernoplastic in a kettle and uses the thernoplastic to

pl asti ci ze crosswal ks, synbols and ot her pavenent markings with a
pusher applicator or self propelled applicator; prepares streets for
pai nted marki ngs and synbols by marking tenporary lines on the streets
usi ng either tape and chal k or rope and special brushes with thin
paint; reflectorizes various street narkings, including crosswal ks,
lane lines and limt lines by applying very snmall glass beads to the
street marking with a bead di spenser;

Installs netal posts in the earth or pavenent for support of signs or
parking neters; operates a self-propelled paint nachine to paint red
curbs; uses jackhammers, hand tools, conpressors and electric or
gasol i ne post hole diggers to drill holes in earth and pavenent for
the installation of nmetal or wooden posts; uses post pullers to renove
posts which are stuck in the ground; naintains and perforns m nor
repairs on spray guns, thernoplastic kettles, paint pots, paint
filters and other equi pnment to ensure their proper working order;
installs, changes, repairs and replaces traffic regul atory, warning,
gui de and construction signs by strapping themto street |ight
standards or bolting themto wooden posts which are set in place in
par kways and street islands;

Installs | arge overhead signs on two or nore wooden posts; installs a
variety of signs and reflectors at the end of dead-end streets,
approaches to concrete street islands and in other hazardous

| ocations; drives a light or heavy truck to and fromjob sites;
prepares routine work reports and orders, including daily and weekly
work reports to indicate assignments conpl eted; reads conputer
printouts in determning nmai ntenance, installation and repair

assi gnnents; reads working sketches and blueprints in preparation for
wor k assignnments involving the |ayout of traffic and street markings;

Heats paint, using a liquid heater, for use in painting | ane |ines;
resets | oose parking nmeter posts; places warning signs and cones on
streets and reroutes traffic during enmergency situations such as fl ood
and tornadoes; and serves as a | ead worker over a group of Mintenance
Laborers and/ or Mintenance and Construction Hel pers who are invol ved
with traffic painting and sign posting activities.

Traffic Paint and Sign Supervisor : Supervises traffic paint and sign
posting crews which includes assigning and checki ng work, training,
eval uati ng subordi nates' perfornmance, approving subordi nates' tine
of f, recomendi ng enpl oyee disciplinary action or comrendations, and
fulfilling affirmative action responsibilities; draws work sketches,
as necessary, as part of instructions and work assignnments to crews;

i nspects sites of conplex jobs before work begins to determ ne

probl ens invol ved; spot checks routine field work and checks al
nonroutine work for quality work performance and confornmance to
Departnent policies and pertinent |egal requirenents; supervises and
keeps records of the testing of new and experinmental materials in the
field; checks streets to determne if traffic lines require repainting
and if signs are danaged or m ssing; inspects painted street markings




after four to six nonths to check wear;

Instructs crew nmenbers in painting methods and required safety
precautions; checks and approves night loading requisition slips to
determne that correct supplies are being ordered; insures that

equi prent is properly naintained; answers questions and conpl ai nts
fromthe public; keeps records of work conpl eted; prepares reports of
dates, location, and types of regulatory signs posted for forwarding
to the Police Departnent; prepares progress, cost, and other reports;
and nay supervi se the placenent and renoval of tenporary traffic signs
and of off-center cones and pedestal type regulatory signs for the
control of traffic during rush hours.

Senior Traffic Paint and Sign Supervisor . Supervi ses several
subordi nate supervisors and their crews engaged in traffic painting
and sign work, including the manufacture of traffic control signs;
coordi nates work in various geographical districts; inspects sites of
| arge jobs for special problens; checks all najor and unusual projects
for correctness of work, and spot checks other jobs; assures that
traffic signs are nade according to | egal and departnent standards;

i nspects pavenent nmarkings and traffic sign installations for
conformance to pertinent |aws, ordinances, regul ations, and policies;
interprets policies, plans, and job instructions; prepares working
sket ches, and instructs supervisors and ot her enpl oyees in the proper
and safe use of materials and equi pnent and i n new wor k met hods;

Assigns subordinates to districts according to need, advises

supervi sors on disciplinary problens; fulfills supervisory affirnmative
action responsibilities, as set forth inthe Gty's affirnative action
program estimates nmaterial and | abor costs of schedul ed work; plans
for future needs for personnel, naterials, and equipnent; assists in
devel opi ng standard and i nproved work procedures; prepares operating
and special reports; and supervises the keepi ng of records.

All _Qasses: My occasionally be assigned to other duties for
trai ning purposes or to neet technol ogi cal changes or energencies.

Two years of experience as a Traffic Paint and Sign Supervisor or in a class whic h
is at least at that level in line supervision of traffic painting, traffic sig n
pai nting or sign posting activities is required for Senior Traffic Paint and Sig n
Super vi sor.

License: Awvalid California driver's license is required.

Physi cal Requirenents : Traffic Painter and Sign Poster : Strength to perfor m
average lifting up to 70 pounds and occasionally over 70 pounds; body agility an d
equilibrium involved in activities such as clinbing and bal anci ng under precariou S
conditions; back and |eg coordination involved in activities such as stooping an d
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crouchi ng to an unusual extent; arm hand, and finger dexterity in both hand
involved in activities such as adjusting and operating a spray paint gun and setting
and bolting signs in place; good hearing ability, and good eyesight, includin
normal col or perception.

Traf fic Paint and Sign_ Superyvisor and Senior Traffic Paint and Sign_Supervisor

Strength to perform average lifting of less than 5 pounds and occasionally over 1
pounds; good speaking and hearing ability; and good eyesight.

Persons with medical limtations nay, wth reasonabl e acconmodations, be capable o
performng the duties of sone of the positions in these classes. Such deternination
must be made on an individual basis in light of the person's limtations, th
requirements of the position, and the appointing authority's ability to effec
reasonabl e acconmmodati ons to the person's limtations.

As provided in Avil Service Commssion Rule 2.5 and Section 4.55 of th
Adm nistrative Code, this specification is descriptive, explanatory and no
restrictive. It is not intended to declare what all of the duties an
responsi bilities of any position shall be.
