An enpl oyee of this class frequently works under unpl easant

condi tions, being required to wear heavy and unconfortable protective
clothing and nmasks and to encounter a great deal of dust.

Exanpl es of Duties : perates a sandbl ast nachine to renove paint,
scal e, grease, tar, rust, corrosion, and foreign objects fromthe
surfaces of netal, concrete, stucco, masonry, and wooden objects,
structures, streets, curbs, fenders, piles, bridges, and docks to
prepare themfor repair or painting;

May operate a steamcleaner to renove sludge, oil, and grease fromthe
surface of netals and concrete prior to sandbl asting; maintains hoses
and nozzles and cleans, oils, adjusts, and nakes mnor repairs to
sandbl ast nachi nes and portable air conpressors; enforces safety
precautions incident to outdoor sandbl asting; assists in erecting
scaf fol di ng and stagi ng needed in sandbl asti ng operations; orders
sand, cenent, and other materials as needed; keeps routine records and
makes work reports; and may occasionally be assigned to other duties
for training purposes or to nmeet technol ogi cal changes or energenci es.

cfm the ability to do grit or sandblasting; the ability to work on
scaffol ding, staging, and | adders; the ability to understand and
followoral and witten instructions and naps; and the ability to keep
routine records and nmake work reports.
