D sti ngui shing Feat ures: A Maritinme Museum Qurator is responsible for
the curatorial devel opnent of a nmaritinme nuseumfacility, which

i ncl udes devel opi ng di splays with wi de public appeal, securing
donations and | oans of exhibits, supervising the naintenance and
restoration of exhibits, and devel opi ng educati onal prograns and
research projects. Incunbents work within general policies and
recei ve general supervision fromthe MiseumD rector. This class
differs fromthe MuiseumDi rector in that the latter is responsible for
pl anni ng, organi zing and coordinating all activities of a miseum
including admni strative, budgetary, educational prograns, vol unteer
prograns, and fund raising activities. A Maritine MiseumCQurator's
performance is evaluated primarily in terns of the results attained in
devel opi ng a successful programof collecting and restoring nmateria
and equi prrent, and pronoting public acceptance and use of a facility.

Exanpl es of Duties: Resear ches, plans, designs, and prepares

exhi bits; coordinates and supervises installation, care and

mai nt enance of artifacts, nodels, nmaritinme nenorabilia and other

hi storical objects; organizes, develops and verifies infornation on
objects in the collections; nakes recomrendations for inprovenents or
additions to the permanent collection; establishes and nai ntains
contact with other nuseumcuratorial personnel; participates in
research, planning, and presentation of docent training prograns,

i ncl udi ng devel opnment of training manual s; supervi ses docent training
prograns; supervises and gui des advanced docents in research projects;
provi des consultation services to staff, volunteer organizations,
private and public groups; lectures to public and private groups;
escorts visiting scholars, answers their inquiries and records their
opinions; identifies objects in need of analysis or conservation
treatment and initiates corrective procedures; negotiates wth
individuals, firnms, and other nuseuns to secure donations of
appropriate material and artifacts of historical value; pronotes |oans
of exhibits and donations of expert assistance from other museuns,
communi ty organi zati ons, and individuals; ensures the safekeepi ng of
exhi bits; devel ops special activities to interest school children and
